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Ativando o Conhecimento Anterior

A teoria do esquema sugere que os leitores tém
conhecimento anterior sobre o tépico antes de
lerem. Esse conhecimento anterior pode ser similar
(e conseqiientemente trabalhado) ao que o leitor ird
encontrar em um novo texto. Alternativamente,
pode estar em conflito com o t6pico, ou nAo existir.
Nesses casos, os professores podem desempenhar
um papel vital, vendo que o conhecimento do
Jeitor sobre o novo tépico estd sendo construido e
que, portanto, eles podem compreender um novo
texto com sucesso. As trés atividades seguintes
podem ajudar os professores de leitura a ativar o
conhecimento prévio relevante de seus alunos (de
Farrell, 2000).

1. Tarefa de associacio de palavras

O fundamento 16gico subjacente 2 tarefa de associa-
¢do de palavras € determinar que conhecimento
anterior os alunos trazem para um novo topico
antes de lerem o texto. Isso funciona da seguinte
forma: os alunos respondem (primeiro oralmente) a
uma palavra chave ou frase como: Esporte € Util.
Em seguida, em trés minutos os alunos escrevem o
maior nimero possivel de palavras ou frases que se
relacionem com a frase chave (Esporte é titil:
saudével, caro, divertido, trabalhoso, faz perder
peso). Entio o professor escreve essas palavras no
quadro. Alternativamente, pode-se pedir aos alunos
que escrevam algo livre sobre o topico. Para essa
atividade, os alunos escrevem qualquer coisa sobre

o topico em cinco minutos. Enquanto estdo escre-
vendo, os alunos nio devem preocupar-se com a
gramitica, a ortografia ou a pontuacio. Nesse
estagio a énfase € no contetido, e nao na precisao
da lingua. Os professores podem usar a no¢do que
adquiriram sobre o conhecimento dos alunos a
respeito do topico para planejar a sua aula.

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2. Experiéncia direta ou

aprendizagem pratica
Para esse método, pede-se aos alunos que se
levantem de seus lugares e participem diretamente
de algumas atividades (como, por exemplo, espor-
tes). O fundamento l6gico atrds da experiéncia
direta ou da aprendizagem pratica é que os alunos
se baseiam no conhecimento prévio através das
experiéncias de primeira mio, com conceitos e
vocabuldrio importantes para a aula. E claro que o
professor tem que indicar quais palavras ou concei-
tos serdo importantes e escrevé-los no quadro. Esse
método requer que o professor conduza os alunos
através de varios passos e introduza um esporte
que possa despertar a curiosidade dos alunos. Os

o Puasso lrés: Prepare uma aula que requeira dos
alunos uma participacio direta em uma atividade
que desenvolva os conceitos e usos do vocabulatio.

(isso funciona muito bem, especialmente nas
aulas da tarde). Entdo eles se sentam e fazem
alongamento. Os alunos s3o, entio, conduzidos
através dos varios exercicios rotineiros, que sao
associados ao Taekwondo. Desse modo, os alunos
entram em contato em primeira mao com um
esporte que possivelmente nao experimentaram
antes. Isso também mantém a atengio focalizada
na aula.

3. Quintilha

Um outro método que os professores de leitura
podem usar para ativar o conhecimento anterior é
fazer com que os alunos escrevam uma quintilha:
poema de cinco versos que reflete respostas
afetivas e cognitivas de um conceito. O fundamento
l6gico subjacente na quintilha € que ela ajuda os
alunos a desenvolverem um conhecimento prévio
para aulas subseqiientes em um estilo poético.
Entretanto, muitos alunos nao terdo experimentado
esse estilo de escrita. £ também uma atividade
desafiadora e criativa. Os seguintes passos devem
ser observados e o professor deve assegurar-se de
que os alunos passem por eles como aparecem
abaixo:

e Linha 1 = Titulo com uma palavra
e Linha 2 = Duas palavras que descrevam o titulo
e Linha 3 = Trés palavras que expressem uma agao

e Linha 4 = Quatro palavras que expressem um
sentimento

e Linha 5 = Uma outra palavra para o titulo
